Forecast Issues currently affecting the IIS

(V4.11.5.3 as of 12/15/2011)
These are the current forecast issues happening in the IIS as of 12/15/2011.  Most of the fixes for these tickets are slated to be in the V5.11.11 upgrade, except maybe for the last two tickets that were just reported this week. Please refer to the ticket in JIRA if you require additional information.

1. HDWA – 1260 – For adults any previous DTAP/DT/Td/Tdap vaccines are not being taken into consideration. The forecasting for Tdap is not correct – recommending a dose that is not actually needed. For under19 year olds, DTaP/DT given off schedule is affecting the forecasting of Td or Tdap for some records.

2. HDWA-1283 – Live Virus vaccines and intervals between IG products is being worked on.  Currently there are no intervals between IG products and when the next live virus vaccine should be given.
3. HDWA-1404 – PCV for a 2 yr old with a  complete series of doses that were given off schedule is still forecasting for an additional #4 dose, although it is not necessary.

4.) HDWA – 1414 – 5th Dose Kinrix (DTaP/IPV) is receiving an invalid designation even though age and interval are correct from the 4th Pentacel. So it’s marking the Kinrix (polio component) as invalid when it is actually correct.

5.) HDWA – 1421 – After receiving Pentacel on an accelerated schedule due to starting at a late age, system is forecasting for additional HIB doses on children over 15 months of age, which are not needed.
6.) HDWA-1447 – When 5th dose of DTaP is  given within the 4 day grace period, then the system is incorrectly forecasting for Tdap at 7 years of age, instead of 11 years of age.
7. HDWA – 1448 – When on accelerated schedule for PCV and child is over 24 months of age, and they have received 2 doses prior to 24 months of age, the system is not forecasting for the additional 3rd.
